2. Create 2 bubbles and place them at the top of your Herman.  Using page 130, write down one function of respiration in each bubble.
3. Look at Figure 1 on page 131.  Create a flow chart on your Herman showing how the systems interact with the cells.
4. On the left side of your body, draw the picture of the gas exchange on page 135.  What two body systems are interacting within the lungs when the gases are being exchanged in the alveoli?
5. Draw the two figures on page 137 (Figure 5).  Beside the picture, answer the “Interpreting Diagrams” question. 
6. On your Herman, explain how your body produces sound using your respiratory system (137-138).
7. Choose one of the respiratory system problems on page 141-142 and explain how it affects the respiratory system.
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Circulatory System Poster
· View the circulatory system diagram that is on page B 68 of the yellow science book.  Draw the heart, arteries, veins and blood onto your paper body as accurately as possible on the LEFT side of the paper.  Arteries are colored red, and veins are colored blue.  You can also reference D 101 in the small science book.  
1. What are the upper two chambers called?  Give their function.
2. What are the lower two chambers called?  Give their function.
3. Draw the two loops on D 105 on the left of Herman.  Explain the phrases “oxygen rich” and “oxygen poor.”  Where does each type of blood travel to and from?
4. Using page D 103, draw and enlarged colored diagram of the heart to the right of your body and label the parts.  What type of muscle tissue is found in the heart?  Write this information in the heart.
5. Calculate your pulse rate if your heart beats 175 times in 2.5 minutes.  Label it “resting pulse rate.”  Put this underneath your diagram.  
6.  Draw and define the veins, capillaries, and arteries at the top of your Herman.
